They should be able to
speak to your personal and professional qualities that would make you a good candidate for our
program. Take some time to meet with them in person and discuss the things you mentioned in
your application letter so that they fully understand this opportunity and what you’re interested
in achieving. We will contact this person for a reference via the contact information you provide
in your application.

4. Please email your letter and reference contact information to Lead Naturalist, Eileen Haney, to
initiate the application process (contact information below).

5. Once your application materials have been submitted, you will be contacted to schedule an
interview.
